OHRV SAFETY EDUCATION COURSE

The Candia Police Department and the NH Fish & Game Department are pleased to
announce that they will be sponsoring an OHRV Safety Education Course on Saturday, May
10, 2008 from 8:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. The class will be held at the Candia Town Hall located at
74 High Street in Candia, NH. In New Hampshire, OHRV operators aged 12 years and older
must possess a Safety Certificate or valid driver's license. Upon successful completion of this
OHRYV Safety Course, each student will receive the required certificate.

The OHRYV Safety Education Course includes instruction in proper preparation and care of
the vehicle, basic operation and safe riding techniques. Operator requirements are also discussed,
such as proper clothing, what to bring with you, outdoor survival skills and medical self-help. The
OHRYV Laws are reviewed, as well as environmental considerations; landowner relations and
multiple use trail issues. A written exam will be required. Students must attend the entire class and
successfully pass the test to receive their safety card that day.

NOTE: You must be 12 years or older to attend this OHRV Safety Education Course.
Pre-registration is required. A parent or legal guardian must sign a registration card on the
DAY OF THE CLASS. Parents are required to attend the class with their child as many of the
NH Laws apply to the adult parent of young OHRYV operators.
